Individual Goal Setting: Take Stock

e What one strength would | like to focus on to meet my goals for the next 1-3 years?

e Which skill and leadership behavior | want to develop would have the biggest impact in
my current role? Next role?

e If | could choose one task or project I'd like to do more frequently in my future roles,
what would it be?

e If | could choose one task or project I'd like to do less frequently in my future roles,
what would it be?

e \What does success look like for me?

Long-Term Goals
e Where do | see myself in the next 10 years?
e Which leadership competencies would | need to develop to meet my long-term goals?

e Do | have any long-term goals for my personal life that may impact my long-term
professional goals?

e What skills/lknowledge/behaviors do | need to develop to prepare for my next potential
role?

2. Measurable?

3. Achievable?

4. Relevant?

5. Time bound?
